Before you get started:


The Apostle’s Creed is not found anywhere in the Bible.  It briefly states what we believe as Christians.  I would like for you to start by reading the Apostle’s Creed.  

The Apostles’ Creed 
I believe in God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth.
And in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died and was buried. He descended into hell. The third day He rose again from the dead. He ascended into heaven and sits at the right hand of God the Father Almighty. From thence He will come to judge the living and the dead.
I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy Christian Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting. Amen.

Old Testament Questions


Daniel confesses his faith by his actions.  He does not stop praying simply because someone tells him to.  But more interesting to me is the confession that King Darius makes at the end of the chapter.  Even people who do not have a relationship with God recognize his power and might. 

· Does Daniel take a risk? Why or why not?

· Is King Darius taking a risk? Why or why not?

· What is King Darius really saying in his confession?

· What similar attributes does Darius say about God that we say about God in the Creed?

New Testament Questions 

· When Martha says what she believes, is she taking a risk? Why or why not?

· What does Mary believe in?

· What similar attributes does Martha say about Jesus that we say about God in the Creed?

I want you to journal a page of what you believe about God.  Write about what you think He will do and what He will not do.  Spend your journal time at a park or just outside where people would not distract you.  You may even write about what you believe God has done for nature.
