New Testament Questions 

· How did the disciple know how to make preparations for the Passover?

· What requirements of the Passover lamb does Jesus fulfill? (be specific and the answer is not all of them)

· What does Jesus give the disciples to eat and drink?

· How is Jesus’ blood a sign like the blood of the Passover lamb?

· How does Jesus become the new Passover Lamb?

· What passes over us now that we have this new lamb?
