Youth and Parents:  Using this document, type in your responses to the following questions.

· Which commandment do you think is most frequently broken by people at your school (work)?  Why do you feel this way?

· In our culture, what kinds of “gods” do people worship?

· What is our culture's attitude toward the use of God's name? Do the people you come into contact with have a reverence for God's name or do they use His name in vain?

· What are your thoughts concerning how you should observe the Sabbath?

· According to the Deuteronomy passage and the Ten Commandments, what kind of relationship does God want with you and all people?

New Testament Reflections

Youth and Parents:  Using this document, type in your responses to the following questions.

· How do you think you can love God with all your heart? With all your Soul? With all your mind?

· How is loving God related to loving people?

· In what way do you want to grow in your love toward God/relationship with God?

Journal / Action Point

· The commandments are written from a “Thou shall not” perspective.  For your journal, try to re-write them in a “Thou shall” perspective.  For example, instead of saying “Thou shall have no other gods before me”, you might write – God needs to be the focus of my life and I won’t let anything get in the way of my relationship with Him. 

· Journal all Ten Commandments in a “Thou shall” perspective.  If you need some suggestions, go to Luther’s Small Catechism and read the “What Does This Mean” section after each commandment.
