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No Condemnation

Romans 8:1-2 “Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in
Christ Jesus, because through Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit of life set me
free from the law of sin and death.”

In John 8: 1-11, we read the story of a woman brought to Jesus because
she was guilty of adultery. The religious leaders wanted her stoned according
to the law. Jesus recognized that the woman was guilty; she had been caught
in the act of sinning. But instead of stoning the woman, Jesus said that
whoever is without sin, should cast the first stone. None of them could con-
demn her, for each was guilty of some sin. Finally the woman was alone with
Jesus. Jesus said to the woman, “Neither do | condemn you, go now and
leave your life of sin.” (John 8: 11)

We find that same attitude when we come to God repenting and confessing
our sins. There is no question that we are guilty. But rather than being con-
demned or rejected because we have failed again, we are forgiven. Jesus
didn’t come to condemn the world, but to save it. (John 3:17)

So why are we so quick to condemn one another? The minute a friend or
acquaintance lets us down, makes wrong choices, or falls into sin, we point
fingers. We spread gossip and lose respect for that person. Yet each of us is
guilty of our own sins. We need to be kind and gentle with one another and
quick to forgive. We are all guilty but not condemned because of Christ living
inus.

We are loved by our merciful God who seeks a closer relationship with
youl.

Call on Him. Worship Him every day, but especially on Sundays when we
gather together as one body; Receive forgiveness and strength through Holy
Communion.

If you have missed services, come back. Don’t neglect the nourishment your
soul needs.

Be encouraged through Word and Sacrament that there is no condemnation in
Christ Jesus. He sets us free to live in forgiveness and joy!

Holy Spirit, bring to my mind sins | need to confess to receive forgive-
ness. Teach me to be forgiving and non-condemning toward others.
Cover me with Your joy that | might be a blessing to others for You.
Amen.

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Parish Nursing Health Update

DEPRESSION

This cold, wet, dismal, almost sunless spring has left me feeling a little depressed. How about you? It
is amazing how my mood changes when the sun comes out...my spirits brighten and | have re-
newed energy. But it makes me think of those who suffer from more serious depression.

Depression is more than just a passing sad mood...it is an iliness that affects the way one feels
about themselves and other people. Left untreated, depression can be as debilitating as any
chronic disease. Depression can seriously affect one’s quality of life by interfering with the ability to
function normally on a daily basis. Up to 15% of people with a major depression or bipolar (manic-
depressive) disorder commit suicide. What is more disturbing is that 40-60% of people with a depres-
sive disorder receive their only health care from their primary care physicians or from other health
care professionals who have NO expertise in mental health disorders!!
People atrisk:
those who have recently lost a job
those who have recently lost aloved one
those with a family history of depression
those with a serious medical or psychiatric disorder
older adults
women-depression is almost twice as high in women, perhaps because of hormonal influ-
ences (eg. the “baby blues” ) or perhaps because women may be more willing to seek
medical freatment
Types of depression:

1. Dysthymia- a constant form of depression that is not as severe as major depression; can
precede a major depression. Symptoms of dysthymia do not disable but keep one from
functioning well and feeling good.

2. Major depression-a disorder that interferes with one’s ability to work, study, sleep, eat or to
enjoy once pleasurable activities

3. Bipolardisease (also known as manic-depressive disorder) -consists of cyclesin a person’s
mood, energy level, concentration, judgment and ability to function. A person’s mood is
normal between the “lows” of major depression and the “highs™ of mania. Symptoms of
mania may include: abnormal or excessive elation, unusual irritability, decreased need for
sleep, grandiose notions, increased talking,racing thoughts, markedly increased energy, poor
judgment, and inappropriate social behavior

Signs and Symptoms:

Vary from person to person but experts generally agree that a person has clinical depression when
he or she experiences some or all of these symptoms nearly every day for at least two weeks.

1. A persistently sad or depressed mood

2. Losinginterestin things that were once pleasurable

3. Experiencing at least 3 of the following physical/psychological signs and symptoms that differ
from one’s normal responses:

- decreased energy, lack of motivation or drive
changes in appetite and weight
less attention to grooming, poor hygiene
disturbances in sleep patterns
lack of concentration

forgetfulness

feelings of worthlessness, hopelessness, help-
lessness, quilt, low self-esteem, indecisiveness
lethargy or agitation

having headaches, ssomachaches, diarrhea
and pains that don’t respond to treatment
thoughts of suicide or death

Diagnosis:

Often lab tests and imaging studies are used to rule out other
disorders associated with depression such as brain tumors or hy-
pothyroidism. Mental status examinations can be used to help
diagnose or rule out other psychiatric disorders and substance
abuse problems. Rating scales may be used to assess the severity
of depressive symptoms and response to tfreatment.

Treatment:

The most effective tfreatment for major depression com-
bines antidepressant drugs AND psychotherapy.
Psychotherapy can be helpful by encouraging an indi-
vidual with depression to adhere to his medication regime,
help him function better in daily life, and teach him ways to
better deal with stress, anxiety, and negative thoughts and
emotions. Psychotherapy can help an individual under-
stand how their thoughts become distorted and thereby
conftribute to depression.

Antidepressant medicines used to treat depression increase
the level of chemicals in the brain that balance one’s
moods. It may take several weeks for the medicines to work
and some medicines may work better in some people than
in others.

Exercising, thinking positive thoughts, and joining friends and
family in activities that one enjoys can also help in treating
a depressive disorder.

Close monitoring by a health care professional with exper-
tise in tfreating mental health issues is important for success-
ful and on-going treatment for one with a depressive disor-
der.
